Class 1 PoE device IEEE 802.3af PoE Switch 400 meters

Device consumption below 4W IEEE 802.3at PoE+ Switch 500 meters

Class 2 PoE device IEEE 802.3af PoE Switch 300 meters

Device consumption below 6W IEEE 802.3at PoE+ Switch 400 meters

Class 3 PoE device IEEE 802.3af PoE Switch 200 meters
